
The interdisciplinary curriculum meets the 
highest international standards for postgraduate 
education.

The language of instruction is English.

During two semesters, students attend 7 basic 
modules (24 hours each) and 6 specialized modules 
(36 hours each).

Political Science, with a focus on contemporary 
political issues in Europe, institutional and policy 
development of the European Union and integration 
theories;

Economics, with a focus on the economic, 
monetary and financial aspects of the EU, the 
internal market in relation to economic globalization 
and the international trade regime;

Law, with a focus on the constitutional principles 
of the European Community, sources and 
application of EU law, legal structure of the internal 
market and the jurisdiction of the European Court 
of Justice and other EU institutions.
